LOADDESC Function

The Load function loads the Tags, Indicator, and Subfields Description.

Format:

object.LoadDesc( )

Remarks:


This is the first function that need to be loaded before the other function works.

DELIMETER Property

Assign a unique character for a subfield as a delimiter. Usually “$”.

Format

object.Delimeter = string
Example:

object.Delimeter = “$”

INDICATOR Property

Assign total nos. of character of an indicator in a record.

Format:

object.Indicator = integer
TAGS Property

Assign a field tag of a record.

Format:

objects.Tags = string
Example:

Dim tg as String, fld as string

tg  = “240”

fld = “10$a Ile mystérieuse$l English$f1978”

usmarc.Tags = tg

FIELDS Property

Assign a field value of a record.

Format:

object.Fields = string
example:

Dim tg as String, fld as string

tg  = “240”

fld = “10$a Ile mystérieuse$l English$f1978”

usmarc.Fields=fld

TAGDESCRIPTION Function

Return the description of the Tags. 

Format:

StrVariable = Object.TagDescription( )

SUBFIELDCNT Property

Return the number of sub-fields in a Field property.

Format:

IntVariable = object.SubFieldCnt()

SUBFIELD Property

Return the name of sub-field.

Format:

strVariable = object.Subfield(subctr)
Remarks:

Subctr   = field position of subfields.

Example:

Dim tg as String, fld as string, sb as string

tg  = “240”

fld = “10$a Ile mystérieuse$lEnglish$f1978”

sb = usmarc.subfield(2)


‘ return  $l.  “small letter L”

SUBFIELDVALUE Property

Return the value of the sub-field.

Format:

strVariable = object.SubFieldValue(subctr)
Remarks:

Subctr   = field position of subfields.

Example:

Dim tg as String, fld as string, sb as string

tg  = “240”

fld = “10$a Ile mystérieuse$lEnglish$f1978”

sb = usmarc.subfieldvalue(2)


‘ return  “English”.

SUBFIELDDESC Property

Return the description of the sub-field name.

Format:

strVariable = object.SubFieldDesc(subctr)
Remarks:

Subctr   = field position of subfields.

Example:

Dim tg as String, fld as string, sb as string

tg  = “240”

fld = “10$a Ile mystérieuse$lEnglish$f1978”

sb = usmarc.subfieldvalue(2)
